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AFGHANISTAN
Presidential Elections, Poverty and
Persecution

Afghans will go to the polls to elect their president on 20th. August. About half of the
population has registered to vote, over one third of them women. One of the candidates
will be the current President, Hamid Karzai.

Afghanistan is one of the world's poorest countries. Nearly half of its people live on less
than 60p a day; 40per cent are unemployed; one in every 50 births results in the death of
the mother. The majority of adults cannot read or write. Taliban threats have closed 600
schools.

Judges, lawyers, journalists, teachers, doctors, health care workers, musicians, policemen
and other government employees have been kidnapped, at- . i -
tacked and killed. Severe depression is widespread. Since 2006
hundreds of divorced or abandoned women have set fire to
themselves.

Estimates suggest there are about 3,000 Afghan Christians. Of- ¥ o

ficial churches don't exist, and so believers sometimes gather

in secret , using coded messages to direct them to underground

churches that move each week.

One journalist recently attended a service at the Kabul Airport

base and met Ahmed (name changed). He works on the base as

a labourer, and a year ago a teacher at his English school in

Kabul gave him an English-Dari Bible. He would stay up at night reading, and hide the
book under his mattress when he went out.

When Ahmed's parents discovered he had become a Christian they threw him out of the
house. Then they forced him into an arranged marriage, hoping this might bring him back
to Islam. But he leaves his wife, who thinks he is going to work, and cautiously makes his
way to worship.

Converting to Christianity, punishable by death under the Taleban rule, is no longer a
criminal offence, but is still very risky. Two years ago, despite the new constitution, an
Afghan man was sentenced to death under Taleban rule for becoming a Christian- and
was only reprieved on the grounds of insanity, after a massive international campaign. He
was forced to leave the country.

A TV evangelist gets death threats from viewers, but others write, saying, 'l need to know
right now how to become a Christian', or 'l desperately need a Bible and I need it now.'
The chaplain at the base says, 'There are people turning to me saying the Islamic faith is
not filling the hole within them. They want to explore Christianity.'

GOD'S WONDERFUL HEALING AND MORE
From Rosalind Doubleday

Like many of us I experience back pain from time to time and have a variety of ways of
dealing with it such as being careful about how I sit and lie, using exercises, watching what
and how I lift and sometimes using anti-inflammatories. I talk to God about things that are
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bothering me including pain, aware that my own behaviour and attitudes may be contribut-
ing to a problem. However I am not always expectant of healing and tend to think of others
I know who are in much greater need of healing. I began to question this way of looking at
things a little , I think.

A few weeks ago, I was experiencing more severe difficulties. The worst aspect was the
problems I was having with stairs .I live in a 2nd. floor flat and have to negotiate 46 steps in
my work place frequently. Without healing, my life would have to change drastically. Each
morning | was thinking carefully about how to get out of bed with as little pain as possible.
Standing up from a sitting position was a problem and I was studying which foot should
lead to minimise pain in other situations. I'm laughing now as I write but not so much at the
time. Driving seemed only just safe; a sudden response might have been inadequate and |
was needing to lift my thigh with my hand when getting in and out of the car.

All this is rather detailed but you will see how much I needed a touch from the Lord, and
He didn't fail me. Malcolm prayed with me after Sunday morning worship and stairs be-
came hardly a problem. Others prayed at Harnhill Christian Healing Centre and I pro-
gressed further (to my usual capacity). Since I have had prayer once more for back-pain but
I have seen nothing of that crippling condition, which had alarmed me initially.

I've entitled this testimony 'God's Wonderful Healing and More' because as with all of God's
gifts and blessings to us, vital as they are and precious signs of his love, the awareness of
Him, the knowledge that He's involved in our lives ( when He gives us what we want and
when He doesn't) is greater than all. He has promised to 'withhold no good thing'. His touch,
His closeness is so vital for our very being and I've learnt more about that through all of
this; I've come to know Him better.

Surely he took up our infirmities and sorrows, yet we considered him stricken by God, smit-
ten by him, and afflicted.
