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Government Of The Devil, By The 
Devil, And For The Devil

"Haiti is the only country in the entire world that has dedicated its government to Satan. De-

monic spirits have been consulted for political decisions, and have shaped the country's his-

tory." Thus speaks Reverend Doug Anderson, who grew up in Haiti with missionary par-

ents, and served there along with his wife Dawn as a missionary until 1990. The leaders of 

Haiti make no attempt to hide their allegiance to Satan. Haiti's government is a government 

of the devil, by the devil, and for the devil.  

  

It is a matter of well-documented historical fact that the nation of Haiti was dedicated to Sa-

tan 200 years ago. On August 14, 1791, a group of houngans (voodoo priests), led by a for-

mer slave houngan named Boukman, made a pact with the Devil at a place called Bois-

Caiman, near Cap Haitien.. All present vowed to exterminate all of the white Frenchmen on 

the island.. They sacrificed a black pig in a voodoo ritual at which hundreds of slaves drank 

the pig's blood. In this ritual, Boukman asked Satan for his help in liberating Haiti from the 

French. In exchange, the voodoo priests offered to give the country to Satan for 200 years 

and swore to serve him. On January 1, 1804, the nation of Haiti was born and thus began a 

new demonic tyranny.  

  

At the time of the pact Haiti was France's richest colony, and was known as the Pearl of the 

Antilles for its singular beauty. But it soon became one of the world's poorest and most be-

nighted nations. Scoffers may say that there is no connection between the fact that Haiti was 

the richest nation in the hemisphere, and then became the poorest after selling its national 

soul to Satan. But the scoffers can't come up with a better explanation.  

  

Voodoo is a practice based on a mixture of African spiritism and witchcraft. Depending on 

the source of one's research, between 75 and 90 percent of Haitians practice voodoo. This 

seems to fly in the face of the fact that the country is predominantly Catholic. But, like their 

African ancestors, voodoo practitioners have no problem embracing multiple religions. In 

fact, most who practice voodoo believe they must be Catholic first.  

 

Until recently, voodoo was practiced in secret. Practitioners would go to the Catholic 

Church on Sunday, and attend voodoo ceremonies deep in the woods at other times. Voodoo 

was forbidden during the colonial times, and the 32 Haitian governments that followed in-

dependence also suppressed the practice because of world condemnation. But on April 8, 

2003, President Jean-Bertrand Aristide approved Voodoo as an officially recognized religion 

in Haiti (see links below). Voodoo priests can now perform marriages and other ceremonies 

previously reserved for Christian religions. "An ancestral religion, Voodoo is an essential 

part of national identity," Aristide said in the decree recognizing Voodoo.  

 

Aristide has been a controversial figure since he became the first freely elected president in 

Haiti's history in 1991, 200 years after the nation was dedicated to Satan. A defrocked

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Catholic priest, Aristide was expelled in 1988 from his order, the Salesians. He was a hero 

of the resistance to Haitian tyranny, then president, then exiled, then restored to the presi-

dency by his close friend, Bill Clinton. One of his first acts was to express his support for 

reinstating the Voodoo pact that expired the year he was elected.

It is not removed as 

yet.. However, this is a frightening portent of 

the fear that is gripping the world and how eas-

ily each country is giving into it. 

 It is now more than 60 years after the Second 

World War in Europe ended. This e-mail is be-

ing sent as a memorial chain, in memory of the 

20 million Russians, 10 million Christians, 

1,900 Catholic priests and the 6 million Jews, 

Who were 'murdered, raped, burned, starved, 

beat, experimented on and humiliated' while the 

German people looked the other way! 

  

Now, more than ever, with Iran, among others, 

claiming the Holocaust to be 'a myth', it is imperative to make sure the world never forgets. 
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C of E leaders: 'equality' is sidelining Christians 

Britainôs equality agenda is marginalising Christians, two leading Church of England fig-

ures have warned. 

The Archbishop of York, Dr John Sentamu, expressed concern at attempts to ñremove relig-

ion from public lifeò, during a lecture in Newcastle.  

And the Bishop of Winchester, Rt Revd Michael Scott-Joynt, also criticised the equality 

agenda in the UK in an article on the Guardian website. 

Dr Sentamu said that in modern Britain the concept of ñtoleranceò has become ña negative 

virtue ï a means of diminishment and marginalisationò. Dr Sentamu gave the particular ex-

ample of the Equality Bill which could have made it ñvery difficultò for religious organisa-

tions to employ only those who live lives consistent with the beliefs of the organisation. He 

said: ñThis is symptomatic of a trend which has intensified in Britain over the past fifty 

years in the name of tolerance. That is, an attempt to remove religion from public life.ò  Dr 

Sentamu went on to say that secular critics ñwould prefer we didnôt talk about óchurchô 

schools and instead talked about ófaithô schools where all faiths could be conveniently 

blended together and kept in a safe place ï a process of ghetto-

ization at work in a ferocious and insidious wayò. 

A solution to this problem is the concept of ñgracious magnanim-

ityò, which the Archbishop said ñcould help us to transform our 

country todayò. 

The Rt Revd Michael Scott-Joynt said an understanding of how to 

live alongside people of differing views was important in the de-

bate about equality and diversity. Commenting on the Equality Bill he wrote: ñThose who 

believe that the churches and faiths are wrong on various matters of sexual ethics, or in hav-

ing an all male priesthood or requirements concerning marriage and divorce, want to use the 

law to compel us to act differently.ò 

He called this ñan extraordinarily illiberal stanceò. And he went on to ask ñhow can it be 

right to argue that those who are employed to promote the aims and values of a community 

need not share ï and live their lives consistently with ï those aims and valuesò?  

The Bishop continued: ñWhat I believe and how I act are integrally linked ï and that is true 

of everyone, not just of religious believers.ò He pointed to other spheres of public life, such 

as media organisations and political parties, where employers do not have to appoint people 

who have differing beliefs. 

On Monday 25 January the House of Lords defeated the Government over its attempt in the 

Equality Bill to narrow the law on who churches and other faith-based groups can employ. 

Peers voted 216 to 178 in favour of Lady OôCathainôs amendment to keep the current law 

unchanged.  

Both the Archbishop of York and the Bishop of Winchester spoke in the debate and voted 

with Lady OôCathain in favour of the amendments which preserved church freedoms.

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Rebecca's Healing ....  
As most of you know, Rebecca has lots of problems with her eyes (as well as other things!). 

She has Blepharitus, and apparently there is no cure. 

In December her eyes were really dry and her eye test results were really bad in one eye. So 

she was given 5 different eye drops many times through the day, which actually meant she 

was being given over 12 drops a day in her eyes.  

Most of the time she was fine but often she asked "Why is it me that always has something 

wrong with me ... Why isn't Jesus healing me" I said that she was the one with things wrong 

with her because she was such a good girl when it came to having drops etc , whereas other 

children wouldnôt be as good as her.  

Every night we would pray for her, but then she wanted to pray herself and started to pray 

for Jesus to heal her. In January we went back to the hospital, and they said her eyes are do-

ing great and she now only has 2 drops in the morning and 2 drops in the evening ... Praise 

the Lord.

She does miss her friends from her old 

school but the children at MCS are Soooo friendly, even the older children (up to the age of 

18 years old) are all friendly to all the younger children, and the adults. 

Everyone tells us itôs like an extended family and gradually we are finding this out for our-

selves. Rebecca is coming home with lots of positive thoughts, and talking, whereas. Al-

though not wanting to look back, but at the other school we were not happy with the things 

she was coming home telling us. 

We are so Thankful to God to laying Maranatha on our hearts, and for allowing us to be 

able to send them to this school. We are putting our trust in God for the future, that we are 

able to continue to send them there until they are 18.

ñYou do not support the root the root supports youò 
 

The New Testament begins by saying, ñThe book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, 
the son of David, the son of Abrahamò. Matthew, the writer of this Gospel , is look-
ing back in order to establish Jesus as the Messiah. Matthew uses two well known 
figures of the Old Testament, Abraham and David to support his case. Both of 
these characters had eternal covenants made with them. Abraham to  establish the 
people, and David to establish the Throne. 
 
There was another covenant which God made with Israel, and that was the Mosaic 
Covenant. This was made whilst the children of Israel were in the wilderness. How-
ever Jeremiah in Jeremiah 31 v 31 says ñBehold, the days are coming, says The 
Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israelò. This New Cove-
nant that God promised was the covenant that Jesus spoke about in Luke 22 v 20 
when He said ñThis cup is the New Covenant in My bloodò. 
 
If the New Covenant that Jesus instituted through His death is a covenant made
