Testimony

From Rosalind

Some of you may remember that one Sunday morning in February God drew our attention to Joseph and to
Moses. I decided to reread the story of Joseph and to think about the way God worked in his life. There
was a lot to think about particularly the fact that at the beginning Joseph was a rather cocky and self-
assured young man and that after suffering experiences he would never have asked for, he became strong in
relying on God and was used by Him in remarkable ways.

It is striking to see how God healed a family which pride, violence, deceit and unforgiveness had torn apart
many years before. I believe God still has more to show me, and perhaps you, from Joseph's life, but it is
one aspect of this story which stuck with me and is the reason I am writing about him now. God was with
them in Egypt.

Egypt is usually spoken of as the place God rescued His people from, as the place of slavery and suffering,
which of course it was. But for months I could hear God saying that He was with them in Egypt. He cer-
tainly saved their lives and provided for them by bringing them to Egypt, using Joseph and the gifts He had
given Him and healed the family in a way that none of them would have anticipated.

Personally I think God was showing me that aspect of things for my trip to Tasmania. I have scarcely trav-
elled at all throughout my life and of course it was a very long journey. Although almost all my relatives in
Britain own the name of Jesus, those in Australia don't.

As I have looked to God over the years He has healed family relationships in a wonderful way. However
there are still tragic 'wounds' in this far away part of my family, and I am in a much better place now to
pray and reinforce connections since my visit. I am grateful to those of you who have been praying for the
people named on 'Joanna's list'. My family members are among them, some of whom I have never met
(great nieces and great great nephews).

But God does heal families and He does bring people to know Him and when I witnessed the pain my
brother and his wife experience through broken relationships I had the assurance of what God is able to do
and a strong sense of purpose in being there.

Thank you for praying for me. I had such a good time and I believe it was important for me to go for the
reasons ['ve mentioned and ones I haven't . So God bless you for remembering me.

Schools failing to teach children the core
beliefs of Christianity, says Ofsted

Schools are neglecting to teach children the core beliefs of Christianity in religious education lessons,
a damning new report will revealed.

The study published 7™ June by Ofsted, the school watchdog, suggests that teachers in English

schools pay more attention to other faiths and that Christian pupils are being sidelined in class.
Inspectors found that overall the quality of RE in secondary schools was worse than it was three years ago
when the last analysis of the subject was carried out, with inadequate teaching in nearly a fifth of lessons.
It also found that changes to the curriculum in the early years of secondary school, introduced by the
Labour government to increase "flexibility", were having a negative impact on RE; in some schools it

had been amalgamated with other lessons and had all but disappeared.

But one of the "specific concerns" raised by inspectors was the poor teaching of Christianity in some
schools. The report suggested that other religions were treated more seriously in RE classes.

The findings come amid growing fears that Christianity is being marginalised in the UK.

As The Sunday Telegraphvealed recently, senior Church of England figures believe Christians are
suffering from discrimination and that greater tolerance is shown for other faiths.

In non-faith state schools, Christian assemblies are being dropped in favour of multi-faith worship, despite
a legal requirement for Christian collective worship, and children are no longer taught the Lord's Prayer.
A recent survey of more than 500 12-year-olds found that only 54% knew that Christians celebrated the
Resurrection at Easter.

Rev Janina Ainsworth, the Church of England's Chief Education Offi-
cer, said: "Ofsted's findings relating to the teaching of Christianity are of
particular concern, suggesting that in too many schools,

the faith held by the majority of people in this country is not being prop-
erly taught in an in-depth way.

"While acknowledging some positive examples, this report also details a
catalogue of concerns for those interested in how young people explore
and understand the beliefs and practices of the major religions, that in
turn undergird a proper understanding of today's world.

"Given the role that the report suggests RE has in promoting community cohesion, that investment will
pay dividends far beyond the education of individual students."

RE is a statutory requirement in schools. National guidelines say that children must study Islam,
Judaism, Sikhism, Hinduism and Buddhism as well as Christianity.

Pupils also learn about minority religions such as Jainism and Zoroastrianism. However, the exact
focus of school syllabuses is decided locally by bodies made up of teachers, local authority officials
and faith representatives.

To compile the report, Ofsted inspectors visited nearly 200 schools in 70 local authorities, excluding
faith schools, and observed more than 600 RE lessons between 2006 and 2009.

They uncovered "uncertainty" about the teaching of Christianity in England's primaries and
secondaries. The experience of pupils in the class who were Christian was "ignored" and that they
were given limited opportunities to share their understanding.

This "contrasted sharply" with the more careful attention paid to the experiences of pupils from other
religious traditions.

Teaching of Christianity was often "superficial" — Jesus was used simply to explore pupils' personal
feelings rather than as a means to extend their understanding of Christian beliefs.

"In many cases, the study of Jesus was reduced to an unsystematic collection of information about his
life, with limited reference to his theological significance within the faith," it said.

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Making a difference through prayer at
Ramadan

As the Muslim festival of Ramadan approaches next month, Open Doors staff member Catherine speaks to
David*, a former Imam, about why it is so important to pray for Muslims during this time.

Ramadan: Need to know
What is Ramadan?

Ramadan is the ninth month of the Islamic calendar. The opening verses of the Qur’an were
revealed to the prophet Muhammad on the 26th night of Ramadan, the ‘Night of Power’.

How do Muslims keep Ramadan?

Muslims fast during daylight hours, taking one meal before sunrise and breaking their fast
after sunset. The evening meal is often shared with families and friends and is a time for
special prayers.

Almost all Muslims try to give up bad habits during Ramadan and some try to become bet-
ter Muslims by praying more or giving to the poor. Many will try to read the whole of the
Qur’an at least once during Ramadan.

When is Ramadan this year?
In the UK, Ramadan begins on 11 August and continues until 9 September.

Why is Ramadan special?

During Ramadan, Muslims dedicate their time to God and try their hardest to change. You
will find someone who has been smoking for 30 years stopping for four weeks, from morn-
ing till evening, and asking God to take away their sins. People’s hearts are searching for
God so much more than before.

And why is it special to you?

My background is Muslim. I studied Islamic law and was very passionate about Islam. But
one day all that changed. Ramadan was about to end and I had been fasting every day. I
heard a loud voice in the mosque calling my name and saying, “I am Christ, [ want you to
follow me.” I was shocked. I could not believe anything like that could happen to human
beings. It was almost as if [ didn’t even believe God was there before. And after that I came
to follow Christ.

How has this experience changed you?

Something happened when I came to Christ. I felt a deep burden for my Muslim brothers,
who did not know this wonderful Christ that I had come to know. Every time I saw a Mus-
lim, my heart was crying and I had no peace until I shared the gospel with him. And this
hasn’t stopped! Sometimes my body says, “Come on, stop,” but my heart says, “No, you
can’t. Look at this man. This is his chance to hear the gospel. Why don’t you tell him?”

So what can Christians do?
The church needs to go on its knees and ask God to transform and bring Muslims to Him,
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because we are all called to His kingdom — that includes Muslims, even Osama Bin Laden.
It’s important to pray because Christ died for them. God sees these people making efforts to
pray to Him and to please Him, but they do all this in darkness, without the knowledge of
Him. After I became a Christian, [ met an old lady — she came over and hugged me and she
was crying. She said, “I have been praying for you, every time you walked into that
mosque. It’s just amazing to see that God has answered my prayer.” She was very surprised
because she never thought I could actually become a believer in Christ. That will always
stay on my heart, to know that my prayers can make a difference to somebody — it doesn’t
matter who it is.

What should Christians pray for?

Pray that God will open their hearts. Pray that
God will speak just like He spoke to me. Muslims
read the Qur’an throughout this month — pray that
God will bring them to Him. Pray that Muslims
will meet Christians and that the church will not
be scared of Muslims.

Why do you say that?

People in Britain tend to be intimidated by Islam.
They hear in the news some of the awful things
that Muslims have done, and often they are afraid.
The church is being challenged by Islam because
it is being accepted in this country. Muslims are
influencing every place now — media, football,
banking, charity — so the church is intimidated and
1s saying, “Are we disappearing? What can we do
for these people who are challenging us?”” But the
church should not be scared of Muslims.

So what should we do?

Before we even start, we need to ask God to transform us and then Islam will not be a
threat. I have found British people who have converted to Islam. Often it’s because they
were really hungry for God, but when they went to church it did not satisfy them. It was like
a club meeting and they didn’t feel their lives were being transformed. Many people are
hungry for God, and if you are hungry you will eat anything. You don’t ask whether it’s poi-
sonous or not, you just eat. Many people are coming to Islam because they are hungry. We
need to pray that the church in Britain will be the kind of church that Christ is looking for as
His bride. Then Muslims would be coming to see what’s different about us. The church
should be different — then it can make a difference.
