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Fear Not 
Stand strong in God's promises  
Fear! That stifling emotion that stalks us like a sinister enemy, always casting its shadow 

over the new and unknown, choking out creativity, adventure, and success. But it is more 

than an emotion;  

Fear is a dark conviction, a worldview, a personal frame of reference.  

We seldom call it fear, for obvious reasons;  

Better to call it timidity, nervousness, worry, caution, introversion, apprehension, anxi-

ety, or phobia. 

If the reasons for our fear were apparent, no one would question our reluctance. But how do 

you explain to someone that you are afraid to ask a question for fear of looking stupid, or 

afraid of a social contact for fear of being looked down upon?  

Fear is the belief that you don‟t have the answers, the feeling that you are not up to the task. 

“Nothing ever works out right for me.”; “Will I ever get a job?” Fear is expecting failure be-

fore any attempt at success is made. 

Fear is a deadly virus that wreaks havoc on the vitality of hope. Fear and faith are opposite 

poles, set apart by a world of possibilities. Depending on one‟s perspective, those possibili-

ties are viewed as either opportunities or obstacles. To the fearless, opportunities spring up 

like dandelions in the spring. But the fearful expect everything to work against their suc-

cess, and somehow it always does. The brave expect to excel, whereas the fearful chart a 

course toward mediocrity and accept it as their preordained lot in life, all the while com-

plaining about cruel fate instead of taking charge of their lives. 

 

The word “fear” is found exactly 500 times in the Holy Bible (KJV), the majority of times 

exhorting us to fear God. In addition, “afraid” is found 193 times. We are told to “fear not” 

81 times. 

 

There is a proper fear. We are to fear God, fear the king, fear hell, but we are told not to 

fear the ñterror by night; nor for the arrow that flieth by day; Nor for the pestilence that 

walketh in darkness; nor for the destruction that wasteth at noondayò (Psalm 91:5-6).  

God has directed us as to how to deal with potential fear. ñWhat time I am afraid, I will 

trust in thee. In God I will praise his word, in God I have put my trust; I will not fear 

what flesh can do unto me. In God have I put my trust: I will not be afraid what man can 

do unto meò (Psalm 56:3, 4, 11). ñThere is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out 

fearò (1 John 4:18). 

 

Many of the unnecessary fears we have can be minimized by simple knowledge and prepa-

ration. When fear leaves you on the unhappy side of the fence, the Devil has won, but if you 

allow fear to send you back to boot camp to increase your knowledge and develop your 

skills, you will feel empowered rather than defeated. The tiny ant survives fire, flood, and 

long winters by being prepared (Proverbs 30:25). 

 
ñI will trust and not be afraid.ò  That is the keyðtrusting God instead of the stability of the circum-

stances.

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Top judge: alcohol-fuelled violence is 
plague of Britain 

 

Britain‟s binge drinking culture is to blame for the rise of violence plaguing our communi-

ties, a senior judge has said. 

“Ordinary, decent people” have been left too scared to walk the streets at night because of 

alcohol-fuelled yobs, warned District Judge Alan Berg. 

Judge Berg, speaking after jailing a female student who he labelled a “drunken barbarian”, 

raised concern that young people, especially women, were now going out with the “sole 

purpose of getting hopelessly drunk”. 

Disastrous 

He said: “I don‟t see why ordinary decent 

people should be deprived of the pleasure of 

walking safely without feeling intimidated, 

without having to witness raucous behav-

iour, alcohol-fuelled yobs at night time in 

city centres.” 

He added: “I don‟t see why ordinary people 

should have to witness violence, should have 

to step over prone bodies lying on the floor 

unconscious, or have to slip on vomit. It is a 

sad state of affairs.” 

His comments are likely to fuel further criti-

cism of Labour‟s disastrous 24-hour licensing laws, which will be reviewed by the new 

Home Secretary, Theresa May. 

Despair 

Judge Berg, the most senior law official at Manchester magistrates‟ court, expressed despair 

at people filling their “empty lives” with alcohol. 

He said: “People who live empty lives fill that void by consuming copious amounts of alco-

hol to a point where they become violent. 

“They become aggressive. They behave in an unacceptable, anti-social way. There is a dis-

ease in my view – it has become a plague”, he warned. 

Anti-social 

Judge Berg added: “Particularly on Friday and Saturday night, young people go out with the 

sole purpose of getting hopelessly drunk. 

“If they can‟t remember what they‟ve done for the last 24 hours, then they‟ve had a good 

night out. 
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Judge Berg has been an outspoken critic on alcohol-fuelled violence in the past, urging poli-

ticians and families to do more to stop society from sliding into “utter chaos”. 

Jailed 

In early May, Judge Berg jailed 20-year-old student Melissa Massey after she drunkenly at-

tacked a paramedic giving her treatment while she lay sprawled on a pavement. 

Judge Berg, who has presided over thousands of cases during the last 18 years, said there 

had been a sharp rise in cases involving drunken young women engaged in violence. 

“There is this ladette culture which creates these problems”, he said. “There is a culture 

among a certain sector of female society of drinking until they are senseless.” 

 

Last month, the new Home Secretary ordered a “complete review” of the nation‟s disastrous 

24-hour drinking laws in a bid to curb binge drinking. 

The review raises the prospect that the law on 24-hour drinking will either be tightened up 

or scrapped. 

Problems 

Speaking at the Police Federation conference end of May, Home Secretary Theresa May 

said: “I was in Opposition when the new laws were introduced and I argued against them 

precisely because of the problems we have seen. 

“I argued that those were the sorts of problems that would come about but I was told that 

we would have a „café culture‟. We think they have produced problems on the streets. 

“There are some other issues to look at around the binge-drinking culture that has grown up. 

We think it is right that we do review these laws.” 

Brawl 

Earlier this month another top judge blasted 24-hour licensing laws after sentencing yet an-

other yob for a late night drunken brawl. 

Judge Christopher Harvey Clark QC called for a review of the laws after becoming frus-

trated at dealing with cases of drunken violence “almost on a daily basis”. 

 

Judge Harvey Clark, speaking after sentencing a 31-year-old former soldier from Bourne-

mouth for a drunken brawl, said: “Speaking as someone who has to deal with such violence, 

almost on a daily basis, there is far too much violence and drunkenness on the streets of 

Bournemouth late at night. 

“It may, in part, be due to the relaxation of the licensing laws. I would hope that relaxation 

is reviewed in the foreseeable future.”
