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AMAZING MIRACLE in HAITI 
 

Editors Note. Following last months article that appeared in the newsletter about the gov-

AN INCREDIBLE DAY in the HISTORY OF HAITI - by Jerry Miel (Feb 17). 

 

I think that I will remember this day as one of the most significant in my life, not because of 

what I did, but for its meaning... Today was the one month anniversary of the great Haitian 

earthquake. 

 

About 3 days ago the Haitian President announced that there would be 3 days of holiday 

from work for the purpose of fasting and prayer. This is absolutely historic. If you have ever 

been in Haiti as a visitor or missionary, could you ever have imagined such a pronounce-

ment? Could you image such an announcement from the U.S. President? This morning I 

saw a young Haitian-American woman, the leader of a work team, crying because the 

Americans could not understand the incredible importance of this day and wanted to go 

about business as usual. Remember, it was only about 6 years ago that a former Haitian 

president called the nation to come together to rededicate the nation to Satan. 

 

This was not "a minute of silence for the deceased" or something as equally insignificant. 

Whatever the President might have originally intended, this became a real commitment for 

the Haitian people. As I sit here this evening, I can hear the preaching coming from a nearby 

church. Services have been going on all day... 

 

Let me tell you what I saw and felt today. 

Peniel and I had planned an inspection trip up to the Artibonite Valley today. Right or 

wrong, I don't really know, but since it was the only opportunity, we went ahead with the 

trip. As we left the guest house about 7:30 am, we were met by throngs of well dressed peo-

ple headed to various churches. The sounds of Christian music and worship filled the air 

everywhere. The next observation was that there was NO traffic. Port-au-Prince streets are 

always clogged and overflowing with bumper to bumper traffic. This morning there were 

only a few vehicles on the roads, a few small buses (tap taps), some UN and military vehi-

cles, and a few private cars. We had clear sailing through town. The same was true of foot 

traffic. Usually the streets are clogged also with people walking. Today there were only a 

few and many of them dressed for church. The only place that there were traffic blocks was 

in front of several churches where the congregations had overflowed the buildings and the

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yards and had moved out into the streets as well. 

The next observation was that EVERYTHING was closed! We could not find even one 

business or gas station open. There were no intercity buses running. Whereas the sidewalks 

are usually overflowing with millions of street venders, we only saw a few here and there. 

The huge outdoor market near the wharf where thousands work each day and is spread out 

to cover most of the street, was EMPTY. 

 

Where were all the people? They were in churches and 

makeshift meeting sites. Every church (except a JW church) 

had services going on, almost always overflowing into the 

streets. Beside broken down churches, services were taking 

place outside. In homeless camps, there were services. Eve-

rywhere the nation was gathered to worship and pray. No, I 

did not see any voodoo, Islamic, or Buddhist services. This 

scene was repeated in every town and hamlet that we passed 

during the day. 

Tonight, Pastor Ignace, who is sharing the room with me,   

asked this question: "Can people still say that Haiti is a voo-

doo country?" 

 

What has been happening and is continuing to happen in Haiti did not happen because of 

the earthquake. It has been happening because the Haitian people know how to pray. This is 

a tremendous outpouring of God's power as the result of prayer. Twenty years ago I started 

praying for the Gospel to change the Haitian culture. I think that I am seeing God do that 

work. The only sadness that I feel today is for our nation. While a nation that has long been 

under Satan's domination is turning to God with total commitment, our nation, founded on 

Godly values has rejected God and is rapidly trying to forget that his name even exists. Let 

us pray for revival.

Even the Elect ? 
Mark 13:22   "For false christs and false prophets will rise and show signs and wonders to 

deceive, if possible, even the elect.  (NKJ) 

  

2 Thessalonians 2:3-4   Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come 

unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition, who 

opposes and exalts himself above all that is called God or that is worshiped, so that he sits 

as God in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God. (NKJ)   

  

I believe that the above verse from 2 Thessalonians may, like many verses in the Bible, have 

both a natural and a spiritual fulfilment.  I have no doubt that one day, not too far off, the 

Anti-Christ will sit in the rebuilt Temple in the heart of Jerusalem.  To me the above verse 

makes that very clear.  However, I can also see a strong possibility that there will also be a 

spiritual fulfilment of that verse.  For now the people in every nation who have come into 

the New Covenant through the Blood of Yeshua are the living stones who come together as 

the Lord's Temple until the physical one is rebuilt.   

  

Therefore I see a prophetic picture in the 2 Thessalonians 2 passage of the spirit of Anti-

Christ establishing himself inside the spiritual Temple - the Church.  At the very outset of 

the Church, Paul warned about wolves in sheep's clothing, who would come in to ravage the 

flock once he departed.  Church history proves that Paul was right and as early as the end of 

the 1st century, deceivers infiltrated the Body of Messiah, leading multitudes of Believers 

away from the truth of the Gospel as delivered by Yeshua and the Jewish disciples and apos-

tles.  One of these 'doctrines of demons' led to the lie that we call "Replacement Theology'

Kids as young as five could be added to 

'hate registers'  
Children as young as five will be added to compulsory „hate registers‟ for using playground 

insults under new plans by Government ministers. 

Earlier this week it was revealed that a ten-year-old schoolboy called Peter Drury was added 

to his school‟s hate register for calling his friend “gay boy” outside school. 

Traditionally teachers have been able to curb such behaviour by telling off pupils who use 

unacceptable language. 

But under the new plans even minor „hate incidents‟ will have to be logged and details of 

the incident will remain on file until the child leaves secondary school.  

Critics are concerned that teasing among children could be perceived as racist and homo-

phobic when no malice was intended.  

Margaret Morrissey, founder of the campaign group Parents Outloud, said: “This is totally 

appalling. The use of such language is part of the learning process.  

“Children need to learn where the boundaries lie. And I very much doubt they understand 

what they are saying.  

“This does not mean that the behaviour shouldn‟t be challenged. It must be explained that it 

is wrong. But to keep a register that will haunt them for years to come is 

going far too far and is against all rights.” 

Dr Michele Elliott, director of the charity Kidscape, said: “Children are 

being criminalised and singled out here from a very early age when they 

don‟t know what they‟re doing.”  

Conservative MP Ann Widdecombe commented: “Abuse in the play-

ground has always happened and always will.  

“Children have to learn to take this as part of growing up and you can‟t punish children for 

doing something they don‟t understand while they are very young.”  

Government ministers plan to make the recording of „hate taunting‟ a legal requirement for 

every school and local authority in the country from September.  

Teachers will be required to record even minor incidents of language deemed racist or ho-

mophobic, even if the child doesn‟t understand what the words mean. 

The registers could have a devastating effect on young children.  

Mrs Penny Drury, whose ten-year-old son was added to his school‟s „hate register‟, said: 

“He doesn‟t even understand about the birds and the bees, so how can he be homophobic?” 

“Peter is a very naive boy who didn‟t know what he was doing and is now very upset as he 
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is now in trouble.  

“It doesn‟t mean he is going to turn into a homophobic attacker when he is older.  

“He must have picked up the word from somewhere and thought it to mean stupid.” 

Schools Minister Vernon Coaker said: “The majority of schools already record incidents of 

bullying.  

“However, we want to make sure that all schools have measures in place to prevent and 

tackle bullying and show they are taking it seriously.”  

In December it was revealed that children as young as five would be taught about transsex-

ual rights under Government guidelines.  

The Government says its guidance is aimed at tackling „gender bullying‟.

Children's charities back alcohol  
minimum pricing 

A consortium of children‟s charities in Scotland has backed the Scottish Government‟s 

plans for minimum pricing on alcohol. 

The group is urging the Government to put “children‟s interests at the heart of alcohol pol-

icy”. 

Last March ministers announced that a minimum price is to be set on a unit of alcohol in a 

bid to tackle Scotland‟s binge drinking crisis. 

The NSPCC‟s ChildLine service in Scotland has submitted a joint statement with seven 

other organisations: Children 1st; Aberlour; YouthLink Scotland; Barnardo‟s Scotland; Ac-

tion for Children Scotland; Quarriers; and Parenting across Scotland. 

The charities warn that excessive parental drinking has negative affects on children through 

emotional stress, abuse and neglect. 

A joint research project by ChildLine in Scotland, Scottish Health Action in Scotland and 

Scottish Health Action on Alcohol Problems found the number of 

Scots children talking to the service about harmful parental drinking 

over a ten-year period was higher in Scotland than the rest of the UK. 

Elaine Chalmers, head of ChildLine in Scotland, said: “We know from 

calls that harmful drinking by a parent or carer can dominate family 

relationships and affect children‟s wellbeing in every aspect of their lives. 

“Alcohol policy needs to implement measures that will protect children from harm. 

“This includes minimum pricing which should be supported by other policies relating to 

support and education. We need to see better public awareness of the impact of harmful pa-

rental drinking on children and their families as well as greater awareness of what services 

are available to support people in this situation. 

“Children tell us family separation and loss can trigger an escalation in their parents‟ drink-

ing so we need to see more support for families.”
