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How to pray…..  
in the midst of financial catastrophe.

Historians will look at the year that just ended as a financial tsunami that left in its wake 

millions of foreclosed homes, bankruptcies, and lost jobs. As if competing to abandon the 

basic tenets of capitalism, governments threw money at banks, investment companies, and 

huge insurers in an attempt to restore trust and stanch the flow of capital. 

 

During one of the most volatile periods, a week in which global stock markets declined by 

$7 trillion, I received a call from an editor at Time. "You wrote 

a book on prayer, right?" he said. "Tell me, how should a per-

son pray during a crisis like this?" In the course of the conver-

sation, we came up with a three-stage approach to prayer. 

 

The first stage is simple, an instinctive cry: "Help!" For some-

one who faces a job cut or health crisis or watches retirement 

savings wither away, prayer offers a way to voice fear and 

anxiety. I have learned to resist the tendency to edit my prayers 

so that they sound sophisticated and mature. I believe God 

wants us to come exactly as we are, no matter how childlike 

we may feel. A God aware of every sparrow that falls surely 

knows the impact of scary financial times on frail human be-

ings. 

 

Indeed, prayer provides the best possible place to take our fears. As a template for prayers 

in crisis, I look at Jesus' night in Gethsemane. He threw himself on the ground three times, 

sweat falling from his body like drops of blood, and felt "overwhelmed with sorrow to the 

point of death." In the midst of that anguish, however, his prayer changed from "Take this 

cup from me" to "May your will be done." In the scenes of trial that followed, Jesus was the 

calmest character present. His season of prayer had relieved him of anxiety, reaffirmed his 

trust in a loving Father, and emboldened him to face the horror that awaited. 

 

If I pray with the intent to listen as well as talk, I can enter into a second stage, that of 

meditation and reflection. Okay, my life savings has virtually disappeared. What can I learn 

from this seeming catastrophe? In the midst of the financial news, a Sunday school song 

kept running through my mind:  

 

The wise man built his house upon the rock é 

And the wise man's house stood firm. 

The foolish man built his house upon the sand é 

Oh, the rain came down, and the floods came up.  
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But the auctioneer persisted. Will somebody bid for this painting? Who will start the bid-

ding? £100, £200?' Another voice shouted angrily. 'We didn't come to see this painting. We 

came to see the Van Gough's, the Rembrandts, Get on with the Real bids!' But still the auc-

tioneer continued. 'The son! The son! Who will take the son?' 

 

Finally, a voice came from the very back of the room. It was the long-

time gardener of the man and his son.  'I'll give £10 for the painting..' 

Being a poor man, it was all he could afford. 'We have £10, who will 

bid £20?'  'Give it to him for £10. Let's see the masters.' The crowd 

was becoming angry.  They were not interested in the picture of the 

son, they wanted the more worthy investments for their collections.  

The auctioneer pounded the gavel.  

'Going once, twice, SOLD for £10!' 

 

 A man sitting on the second row shouted, 'Now let's get on with the collection!'  The auc-

tioneer laid down his gavel. 'I'm sorry, the auction is over.' 'What about the paintings?' 

 'I am sorry. When I was called to conduct this auction, I was told of a secret stipulation in 

the will. I was not allowed to reveal that stipulation until this time. Only the painting of the 

son would be auctioned.  Whoever bought that painting would inherit the entire estate, in-

cluding the paintings. 

 The man who took the son gets everything!'  God gave His son 2,000 years ago to die on 

the cross. Much like the auctioneer, His message today is: 'The Son, the Son, who will take 

the Son?' Because, you see, whoever takes the Son gets everything.

Take my Son 
A wealthy man and his son loved to collect rare works of art. They had everything in their 

collection, from Picasso to Raphael. They would often sit together and admire the great 

works of art. 

When the Vietnam conflict broke out, the son went to war. He was very courageous and 

died in battle while rescuing another soldier. The father was notified and grieved deeply for 

his only son. 

   

About a month later, just before Christmas, there was a knock at the door. A young man 

stood at the door with a large package in his hands. He said, 'Sir, you don't know me, but I 

am the soldier for whom your son gave his life. He saved many lives that day, and he was 

carrying me to safety when a bullet struck him in the heart and 

he died instantly. He often talked about you, and your love for 

art.' The young man held out this package.  

'I know this isn't much. I'm not really a great artist, but I think 

your son would have wanted you to have it.'  

 The father  opened the package.  

It was a portrait of his son, painted by the young man. He stared 

in awe at the way the soldier had captured the personality of his 

son in the painting. The father was so drawn to the eyes that his 

own eyes welled up with tears. He thanked the young man and 

offered to pay him for the picture. 'Oh, no sir, I could never repay 

what your son did for me. It's a gift.' 

 

The father hung the portrait over his mantle. Every time visitors 

came to his home he took them to see the portrait of his son before he showed them any of 

the other great works he had collected.  The man died a few months later. There was to be a 

great auction of his paintings. Many influential people gathered, excited over seeing the 

great paintings and having an opportunity to purchase one for their collection. On the plat-

form sat the painting of the son.  

 

The auctioneer pounded his gavel. 'We will start the bidding with this picture of the son.  

Who will bid for this picture?'  There was silence.  Then a voice in the back of the room 

shouted, 'We want to see the famous paintings, skip this one.' 
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A time of crisis presents a good opportunity to identify the foundation on which I construct 

my life. If I place my ultimate trust in financial security or in the government's ability to 

solve my problems, I will surely watch the basement flood and the walls crumble.  

 

A friend from Chicago, Bill Leslie, used to say that the Bible asks three main questions 

about money:  

1.     How did you get it? (Legally and justly or exploitatively?);  

2      What are you doing with it? (Indulging in luxuries or helping the needy?);  

3. What is it doing to you? Some of Jesus' most trenchant parables and sayings go 

straight to the heart of that last question. 

 

As analysts began picking through the ruins of the financial collapse, they started dusting 

off old-fashioned words: greed, moderation, integrity, and trust. When executives line 

their pockets at the expense of employees and shareholders, when banks make speculative 

loans with little likelihood of payback, when borrowers walk away from good-faith con-

tracts, the system collapses. A functioning economy is held together by a thin web of trust. 

If you doubt that, visit a country where you have to pay bribes to get action and must count 

your change after every purchase. 

 

The same week that global wealth shrank by $7 trillion, Zimbabwe's inflation rate hit a re-

cord 231 million percent. In other words, if you had saved $1 million Zimbabwean dollars 

by Monday, on Tuesday it was worth $158. This sobering fact leads me to the third and 

most difficult stage of prayer in crisis: I need God's help in taking my eyes off my own 

problems in order to look with compassion on the truly desperate. 

 

Jesus taught us to pray, "Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven," and we know that 

heaven will include no homeless, destitute, or starving people. As the stock market dove to 

uncharted depths, I couldn't help thinking of private colleges, mission agencies, and other 

nonprofits, all of which depend heavily on the largesse of donors. 

 

What a testimony it would be if, in 2009, Christians resolved to increase their giving to 

build houses for the poor, combat AIDS in Africa, and announce kingdom values to a deca-

dent, celebrity-driven culture. Such a response defies all logic and common sense — unless, 

of course, we take seriously the moral of Jesus' simple tale about building houses on a sure 

foundation.

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Perseverance Is a Corporate Responsibility 
by George Cladis 

 

Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside 

every weight and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run with perseverance the race 

that is set before us, looking to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our faith, who for the sake 

of the joy that was set before him endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken 

his seat at the right hand of the throne of God. Consider him who endured such hostility 

against himself from sinners, so that you may not grow weary or lose heart. Heb. 12:1 

 

 

Mahatma Ghandi, the 20th century prime minister of India, once 

compared the Christian church to ten men trying to get a wagon 

up a hill. Two push the wagon from behind, he said. Two men sit 

in the wagon shouting instructions to the ones pushing. The re-

maining six men stand on the roadside, idly cheering them on. 

 

Not a pretty picture. How easy it would be for the two pushers—

backs to the wagon and heels dug in—to lose their will and give 

up. But the author of Hebrews has his own picture of the Church. 

He likens the Christian life to a foot race in a Roman stadium—a 

great amphitheatre, tiers upon tiers of people rising in "a vast 

cloud of witnesses."  

Only these are not mere spectators of a religious show—sideliners shouting like Sunday af-

ternoon armchair quarterbacks. Nor are they onlookers weighing down the effort. These are 

"testifiers" with their own rough-and-tumble accounts of skirmishes on the field of life and 

faith (see Heb. 11 to sample them)—experiences fuelled by hope for something yet unseen. 

 

Perseverance is often portrayed as something primarily individual. "Gut it up!" "When you 

decide it can't be done, stand back and watch the other guy do it." "Keep your nose to the 

grindstone." But Scripture views endurance as a corporate responsibility. The Christian in a 

tough situation is not left to his or her own devices. 

 We have a vast cloud of those who have gone before us and endured, the living memories 

of Esther and David, Elijah and Shiprah—people sustained by God through rough spots 

now encourage us through our own wilderness treks. 
 

One final view on this text. It not only supports our running the good race, it gives us a 

model of what we can be: people who encourage others to persevere with our own stories of 

God's provision. Ghandi's description of the church is too often true. Let's get out of the 

wagon, step onto the road, and lend a hand! Examine your heart. During the past few 

weeks, have you been idle, complacent, judgmental, or complaining? What does it look like

Christian Care Home Loses Funding  

in Gay Rights Row 
A Christian care home has lost thousands of pounds because it won‘t ask its residents 

whether they are homosexuals. Brighton & Hove City Council has withdrawn £13,000 of 

funding because Pilgrim Homes refused the Council‘s demand to ask its elderly Christian 

residents about their sexual orientation every three months. 

The home - a registered charity– also told the council that it would not use images of homo-

sexuals in its promotional literature. It also refused to show staff a Stonewall presentation 

on ‗gay rights‘. 

Pilgrim Homes has given elderly Christians a home for more than 200years. The residents 

in Brighton include former missionaries and church ministers. 

Phil Wainwright, director of Human resources at Pilgrim Homes, said the council told him 

to ask residents if they were lesbians, gay, bisexual, heterosexual or ‗unsure‘, whether or not 

they objected. 

When managers at the care home told Brighton council that meeting its demands would 

―unduly distress‖ the residents and go against their Christian ethos, their funding was cut. 

They said residents would regard probing from the council on sexual matters as ―hostile and 

intrusive‖. 

―There was a strong feeling among people in the home that the questions were inappropriate 

and intrusive,‖ said Mr Wainwright. ―They felt they had come to Pilgrim Homes because of 

its Christian ethos and were upset they were not protected from such intrusions.‖ 

The council has accused the home of ‗institutionalised homophobia‘.

I D Cards Issued 

On December 17th,2008, Home Secretary Jacqui Smith opened 

‗Vulcan House‘, the first centre for biometric enrolment into the 

Identity Card scheme. The office, which includes a staff of 1,900, 

takes digital photographs and fingerprints of those participating in 

the scheme. 

To date, the Identity Cards have only been issued to foreign na-

tionals in Sheffield. 40,000 of the cards are expected to be in cir-

culation by April of this year. 

Beginning in 2010, the cards will be issued on a voluntary basis to young people, and to the 

rest of the population from 2011/12.

Barack Hussein Obama  became the 44th President of the United 

States on Tuesday 20th January 2009.

Warren is the multimillionaire minis-

ter and member of the Council on Foreign Rela-

tions, who gave the invocation. 

5.  Obama also invited Episcopal Bishop Gene Robinson to give a special prayer. Robin-

son is the flaming red hot homosexual activist from New Hampshire, who has been in 

the news for his extreme actions to promote homosexuality.  

6. A number of amazing signs had happened in the month before the scheduled inaugura-

tion of Obama. The President-elect and his family went on a vacation to the island of 

Oahu in Hawaii in December. They were staying in a ―humble‖ 9 million dollar, five-

bedroom oceanfront house near downtown Honolulu. According to the Associated 

Press, ―their Hawaiian vacation was darkened for eleven hours.‖ It was a power outage 

that brought darkness to their mansion on the ocean. It happened on a Friday night, 

which was the first esbat (witches‘ weekly meeting) after the sabat of Yule, and it was 

also the last esbat of the year. The number eleven is significant because it is the Aquar-

ian number as Aquarius is the eleventh sign of the zodiac in astrology.

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Anglican Bishop Attacks Government 
A number of Anglican bishops have attacked the Government for its response to the reces-

sion. 

Rt Rev Nigel McCulloch, the Bishop of Manchester, called  the government‘s strategy

Bishop McCulloch was joined by the bishops of Durham, 

Hulme, Manchester and Carlisle who declared that Britain is be-

set by family breakdown, debt and poverty.

Lord 

Carey, former archbishop of Canterbury, criticised the Prime 

Minister for failing to realise that Britain‘s identity ―is founded 

just as much upon institutions such as the Church, Monarchy and 

Judiciary, as it is upon that somewhat illusionary search for spe-

cific British values‖.
