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 European officials bid to outlaw smacking  
      in the UK 
Parents who smack their children should be prosecuted for assault, according to bureaucrats 

from the Council of Europe. 

But family value campaigners are alarmed that ña vocal minorityò of activists are in danger 

of undermining the authority of parents to discipline their children. 

Maud de Boer-Buquicchio, Deputy Secretary General of the Council of Europe, said: 

ñProhibiting all corporal punishment is a legal imperative and I hope the United Kingdom 

will take that essential step urgently.ò 

Attacked 
She also claimed that gentle smacks which do not leave a 

mark could cause children psychological harm, and at-

tacked the UKôs approach to parenting which is ñone of au-

thority.ò 

But Norman Wells, Director of the Family Education Trust, 

dismissed her claim, saying: ñIt is parents, and not national 

governments, who bear the responsibility of caring for chil-

dren, nurturing them, and correcting them where necessary.ò 

He added: ñGenerations of parents have proved the benefit of moderate smacking to correct 

their childrenôs behaviour, and research continues to show its positive effects when used in 

the context of a loving home where children are respected and cherished. 

Minority 
ñIt has become a contentious issue only because of a vocal minority who are determined to 

undermine the authority of parents.ò 

The Council of Europe hosted a debate on corporal punishment on 27th April. 

Sweden became the first country to ban corporal punishment when it outlawed the practice 

30 years ago. 

The ban was an attempt to reduce child abuse, but the success of the scheme has been cast 

into doubt. 

Increase 
A 2004 report by Dr Robert E Larzelere warned that since the implementation of the ban 

there had been ña sharp increase in child abuse and child-on-child violence.ò 

The Council of Europe is responsible for monitoring compliance with the European Con-

vention on Human Rights. 

The current law in England, Wales and Northern Ireland allows parents to use óreasonable 

chastisementô as long as it does not leave more than a transitory mark on the child. 

And in Scotland, smacking is allowed but the use of implements, shaking or blows to the

Naughty 

Last November a mother was secretly followed home by an off-duty police officer because 

her children were misbehaving in a supermarket and she warned them they might get a 

smack. 

She was later questioned by police. 

And in August a woman who was sacked as a school nurse after smacking her child at home 

lost a claim for unfair dismissal. 

Susan Pope disciplined her son after he swore at her but when his older brother reported it 

to the police, she was taken into a cell and questioned on abuse charges.

The best parents balance discipline with love: 
study 

A major study has concluded that children who receive ótough loveôï a combination of 

warmth and discipline ï from their parents have the best chance of doing well in life. 

The study found that parenting style, not economic background, is the most important factor 

determining a childôs development of positive qualities such as self-control, empathy and 

determination. 

It also discovered that children with married parents were 

twice as likely to show these key traits than children living 

with step-families or single parents. 

The left-leaning think-tank Demos analysed data from 

9,000 households for the study, entitled Building Charac-

ter. 

The researchers identified the three most important traits 

determining a childôs chances of becoming a well-rounded 

adult. 

These were application (the ability to concentrate and stick 

with tasks), self-regulation (control of emotions and ability to cope with disappointment) 

and empathy (sensitivity to other people). 

The type of parenting most likely to instil these characteristics was defined by the authors as 

ótough loveô, combining affection with discipline. 

Positive traits learned from tough love were already ingrained in childrenôs character by the 

time they reached infant school age. 

Children experiencing tough love parenting in low-income households were just as likely to 
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develop positive characteristics as those in wealthier families. 

Tough love parenting proved far more beneficial to children than the alternatives, described 

by Demos as laissez-faire parenting, authoritarian parenting and disengaged (hands off) par-

enting. 

One of the authors, Demos director Richard Reeves, said that tough love was successful be-

cause it built up the childôs self-esteem while teaching them restraint and respect for others. 

ñThe ótoughô bit of the equation is about children realising ówe canôt have exactly what we 

want immediately when we want itô,ò he said. 

He added that ñthe recognition that there are other people in the world who you have to treat 

with a certain amount of respectò is ña crucial life skillò. 

His co-author Jen Lexmond said that the life chances of children receiving tough love were 

ñsignificantly improvedò, with ñearly tough love more likely to pay off in terms of financial 

and social benefits as an adultò. 

Earlier this year a top psychologist warned that parents who fail to exert authority have bred 

a ñspoilt generationò of children who believe adults must earn their respect. 

Dr Aric Sigmanôs research concluded that 

many social problems, including teenage preg-

nancy and anti-social behaviour, are due to a 

lack of discipline. 

Misguided attempts to ñempowerò children 

with more control over their lives are exacer-

bating the problem, he said. 

Dr Sigmanôs book The Spoilt Generation 

analyses 150 studies and reports, including of-

ficial crime statistics and data on parenting 

strategies. 

In August the Shadow Home Secretary blamed the devaluing of marriage for producing a 

generation of children who do not know right from wrong. 

Chris Grayling said: ñFamily breakdown has reached a scale where many young people 

grow up with no vestige of stability in their lives, and no concept of a family-focused up-

bringing.ò 

He said some children ñhave no-one to tell them right from wrongò. 

ñSo itôs hardly surprising that all too often they grow up as the antithesis of model citizensò, 

he added.

Washing instructions ... 
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Baby boy survives for two days after botched 
abortion 

 

A baby boy who survived a botched abortion at 22 weeks was wrapped in a sheet and left to 

die by staff at the Rossano Calabro hospital in Italy. 

But the remarkable youngster fought to live for almost two days, and in Britain his fight for 

life is likely to fuel calls for a reduction in the upper time limit for abortions, which is al-

lowed up to 24 weeks. 

The day after the abortion the baby boy, who still had his umbilical cord attached, was dis-

covered moving and breathing by a Roman Catholic priest. 

Outrage 
The baby was rushed to another nearby hospital where he died the following day, and his 

death has caused outrage among pro-lifers. 

A spokesman for the ProLife Alliance said: ñThere cannot be anybody in the world who is 

not horrified by a story like this nor any-

body in the UK who would not support a 

massive reduction in the upper limit for 

abortion.ò 

Press reports indicate that the mother, who 

was pregnant for the first time, had chosen 

to have an abortion because scans had sug-

gested that the baby could be disabled. 

Abandoned 

Italian law requires doctors to preserve the 

life of a child if it survives an abortion. 

Italian police officers are treating the incident as a ñhomicideò. 

Earlier this month it was revealed that the number of babies born weighing just 2lbs has 

more than doubled in the last two years, causing pro-lifers to reinforce the demand to lower 

the abortion limit from 24 weeks. 

Born 

Statistics do not disclose at what stage the babies were born but reports suggest that a child 

weighing under 2lbs 3oz is likely to have been born at least three months early. 

This would inevitably include some babies being born at an age when they could, in other 

circumstances, have been aborted.
