Obama's stark declaration on Israel 
draws UN applause 

 

US Does Not Recognize 'Legitimacy of Continued Israeli Settlements'

 In declaring that it is time for Middle East peace "without preconditions," President 

 Obama used his speech to the U.N. General Assembly earlier today to fire a warning 

 at Israel that "America does not accept the legitimacy of continued Is-

raeli settlements," 

 Fox News reports from New York. 

 

Obama's stark declaration, which drew applause, was coupled with a 

call for Palestinians to end their "incitement of Israel." But it was the 

use of the U.N. forum to carry the settlement message to Israel that 

drew the most enthusiastic response on the floor -- and incredulous re-

action outside its walls. 

Obama just put Israel "on the chopping block," said former U.S. Am-

bassador to the U.N. John Bolton. Obama said he met Tuesday with 

Palestinian Authority President Mahmoud Abbas and Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin 

Netanyahu, who was not in attendance at the speech, and agreed that the two have made 

some progress in both strengthening security and facilitating freedom of movement, which 

have allowed the economy in the West Bank to grow. But more progress is needed, he said. 

"We continue to call on Palestinians to end incitement against Israel, and we continue 
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to emphasize that America does not accept the legitimacy of continued Israeli settlements," 

he said. 

 

Obama said four issues separate the two sides: security, borders, refugees and Jerusalem, 

but the goal is clear: a secure, Jewish state for Israel and "a viable, independent Palestinian 

state with contiguous territory that ends the occupation that began in 1967." 

He also said a new order is needed in dealing with the dispute. "The United States does Is-

rael no favours when we fail to couple an unwavering commitment to its security with an 

insistence that Israel respect the legitimate claims and rights of the Palestinians. And nations 

within this body do the Palestinians no favours when they choose vitriolic attacks over a 

constructive willingness to recognize Israel's legitimacy, and its right to exist in peace and 

security," he said. 

Lib Dems send 'Happy Eid' 
greeting to Asian Christian 

The Liberal Democrats have mistakenly sent a card to a Christian in Watford wishing him a 

‗Happy Eid‘ because he has a ‗Muslim-sounding‘ name. 

Javid Suleman received the card from Liberal Democrat prospec-

tive parliamentary candidate Sal Brinton. Mr Suleman said he 

thought he had been categorised as a Muslim on the party‘s mail-

ing list because of his surname. 

The party said the card was sent to names drawn from ―best 

guess‖ data, with those known not to be Muslims taken off. Mr 

Suleman said: ―A long time ago I was a Muslim but I converted 

to Christianity. Somehow they categorised me as a Muslim and the question is how and 

why. I personally think that‘s ethically wrong. 

―You have to abide by certain processes and categorising people by their ethnicity, colour or 

religion is the wrong thing to do. ―I asked my neighbours if they got it and of course, they 

didn‘t. They‘re not of Asian descent so they definitely didn‘t get this.‖ 

Susan Gaszczak, a Watford Liberal Democrats representative, said: ―We send out Eid cards 

on a yearly basis, as we do Christmas cards.―The data we use is based on the electoral roll 

and MOSAIC data, which is a ‗best guess‘. This is the type of data used by direct marketing 

firms. 

―We then go through every name manually and remove the ones that we know not to be 

Muslim. Inevitably there are some that do go out to non-Muslims but when they contact us 

we then correct our data.‖ 

Political blogger Cranmer commented on the story: ―The card was sent purely on the 

grounds that Mr Suleman has a ‗Muslim-sounding‘ name, and therefore was presumed to be 

a Muslim.

It's amazing how often I encounter obstacles—about which I know little or nothing—that I 

have to create solutions out of thin air to overcome.  

In these situations, I often find myself asking the Lord for help. My experience, coupled 

with what I read in the Bible, leads me to believe that a big part of following Jesus is recog-

nizing our own shortcomings—moral, mental, physical and spiritual—and relying on him 

instead. Fortunately, when it comes to my weaknesses—even in home repair—God's got me 

covered (2 Cor. 12:9-10).  

Now it's time to get back to work on another repair. I'll let you know how it went. In about a 

year.

Society needs braver 
church, says Bishop 

 

Western Christians need to recover their nerve in the face of ―militant secularism‖, the 

Bishop of Rochester has said. 

Bishop Michael Nazir-Ali, who recently talked of British ‗no go‘ 

areas for non-Muslims, refused to be apologetic for his obligation to 

witness to Muslims about the Gospel. 

He was speaking at the Global Anglican Future Conference 

(GAFCON), a breakaway meeting of over 1,000 Anglican bishops 

and clergy from around the world taking place in Jerusalem.  He 

said ―militant secularism‖ means the West is ―losing the Christian discourse at the very time 

when it needs it most‖. 

All that is of value in western culture, he argued, ―largely depends on its Judeo Christian 

heritage‖. He called on his audience to pray that ―we are able to recover the Christian nerve 

in the West and to make sure that the Gospel is not lost‖. 

He added that the Christian view on issues such as the sanctity of life was being rejected in 

favour of utilitarian arguments – ―the greatest good for the greatest number‖ – or ―leaving 

the ‗yuck‘ factor to decide what is permissible for people‖. 

He recently wrote an article for Standpoint magazine, in which he said that the rejection of 

Christian values in British society had left a vacuum which could be filled with those of 

secularism or radical Islam. 

Speaking of social changes over the last fifty years, he said: ―While the Christian consensus 

was dissolved, nothing else, except perhaps endless self-indulgence, was put in its place.‖ 

 

javascript:linkToScripture('2%20Corinthians+12%3A9-12%3A10');

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Everything happens for a reason 
Below is a beautiful and true story, from a pastor in US, showing that things happen for a 

reason. 

The brand new pastor and his wife, newly assigned to their first ministry, to reopen a church 

in suburban Brooklyn, arrived in early October excited about their opportunities. When they 

saw their church, it was very run down and needed much work. They set a goal to have eve-

rything done in time to have their first service on Christmas Eve.  

They worked hard, repairing pews, plastering walls, painting, etc, and on December 18 

were ahead of schedule and just about finished. 

On December 19, a terrible tempest - a driving rainstorm hit the area and lasted for two 

days. On the 21st, the pastor went over to the church. His heart sank when he saw that the 

roof had leaked, causing a large area of plaster about 20 feet by 8 feet to fall off the front 

wall of the sanctuary just behind the pulpit, beginning about head high.  

The pastor cleaned up the mess on the floor, and not knowing what else to do but postpone 

the Christmas Eve service, headed home. On the way he noticed that a local business was 

having a flea market type sale for charity so he stopped in. One of the items was a beautiful, 

handmade, ivory coloured, crocheted tablecloth with exquisite work, fine colours and a 

Cross embroidered right in the centre. It was just the right size to cover up the hole in the 

front wall. He bought it and headed back to the church.  

By this time it had started to snow. An older woman running from the opposite direction 

was trying to catch the bus.. She missed it. The pastor invited her to wait in the warm 

church for the next bus 45 minutes later. She sat in a pew and paid no attention to the pastor  

while he got a ladder, hangers, etc., to put up the tablecloth as a wall tapestry. The pastor 

could hardly believe how beautiful it looked and it covered up the entire problem area. Then 

he noticed the woman walking down the centre aisle. Her face was like a sheet.. "Pastor," 

she asked, "where did you get that tablecloth?" The pastor explained. The woman asked him 

to check the lower right corner to see if the initials, EBG were crocheted into it there. They 

were. These were the initials of the woman, and she had made this tablecloth 35 years be-

fore, in Austria. The woman could hardly believe it as the pastor  told how he had just got-

ten the Tablecloth. The woman explained that before the war she and her husband were well

-to-do people in Austria.  

When the Nazis came, she was forced to leave. Her husband was going to follow her the 

next week. He was captured, sent to prison and never saw her husband or her home again. 

The pastor wanted to give her the tablecloth; but she made the pastor keep it for the church. 

The pastor insisted on driving her home, that was the least he could do.. She lived on the 

other side of Staten Island and was only in Brooklyn for the day for a housecleaning job.  

What a wonderful service they had on Christmas Eve. The church was almost full. The mu-

sic and the spirit were great. At the end of the service, the pastor and his wife greeted every-

one at the door and many said that they would return.  

One older man, whom the pastor recognized from the neighbourhood continued to sit in one 

of the pews and stare, and the pastor wondered why he wasn't leaving. The man asked him

where he got the tablecloth on the front wall because it was identical to one that his wife 

had made years ago when they lived in Austria before the war and how could there be two 

tablecloths so much alike. He told the pastor how the Nazis came, how he forced his wife to 

flee for her safety and he was supposed to follow her, but he was arrested and put in a 

prison.. He never saw his wife or his home again all the 35 years in between.  

The pastor asked him if he would allow him to take him for a little ride. They drove to 

Staten Island and to the same house where the pastor had taken the woman three days ear-

lier. He helped the man climb the three flights of stairs to the woman's apartment, knocked 

on the door and he saw the greatest Christmas reunion he could ever imagine.
