PRAY for IRAN 
Iranian Parliament provisionally approves death penalty for leaving Islam:  

 

The Iranian Parliament has given provisional approval, by a majority of 196 to 7, to a bill 

that mandates the death penalty for apostasy from Islam. Until now Iranian judges could im-

pose the death penalty in such cases only on the basis of Islamic law and fatwas, not on the 

basis of Iranian law.  
 

The bill prescribes a mandatory death sentence for any male Muslim who converts from Is-

lam to another religion, and lifelong imprisonment for female converts from Islam. It also 

gives the Iranian secular courts authority to convict Iranians living outside the country of 

crimes relating to Iranian national security. It seems likely that this could be used against 

the many Iranian Christians who live outside Iran but are involved in evangelism within it. 

Apostasy from Islam is viewed by most Muslims as equivalent to treason.  
 

The bill, which was drafted earlier this year, is now being reviewed in parliament, giving 

MPs the opportunity to amend it. Before it becomes law the bill will also be vetted by the 

Council of Guardians, a twelve-member legislative body with the power to veto any bill that 

does not conform to Islamic law and the constitution.  
 

Seriousness of persecution underestimated by Western governments  

The persecution that Christian converts from Islam face under Shari' a law is often not rec-

ognised by Western governments. A number of Christian converts from Islam have been re-

fused asylum in Western countries, including Iranians. In the light of this it is encouraging 

that on 29 September a Syrian Christian couple, both converts from Islam, were granted 

asylum in Britain. The couple had fled Syria after receiving death threats from their fami-

lies. Western ignorance of Muslim attitudes to apostasy can have serious consequences for 

asylum-seeking converts even without their being deported to their home countries.

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William Tyndale  
 

Thanks to this scholarly martyr, we have the Bible in English. 
 

Shopping for a new Bible? Your choices are mind-boggling. With all translations combined, 

the Bible continues to be a bestseller. Almost 500 years ago, thanks to William Tyndale, the 

Scriptures were translated and printed for the first time in Eng-

lish. 

 

Born in 1484 in Gloucestershire, Tyndale grew up in a world that 

was growing larger. Explorers such as Christopher Columbus 

and Vasco da Gama sailed to new lands while the invention of 

the printing press opened up mass communication. But it was 

also a period of corrupt popes and the Spanish Inquisition. 

 

In 1510, Tyndale began his studies at Oxford, then Cambridge, 

where Erasmus taught Greek. Reading Erasmus's 1516 Greek 

New Testament, Tyndale's eyes were opened to the doctrine of 

justification by faith for the first time. Though he was ordained a Catholic priest in 1521, he 

immediately began challenging the teachings of the Church. Tyndale wanted nothing more 

than to translate the Scriptures into English so the common man could read it for himself. 

 

Pursuing his dream 

In 1523, Tyndale sought permission and funds from the bishop of London to translate the 

New Testament. The request was denied. Tyndale took his project out of the country. 

 

He traveled to Hamburg, Wittenberg, Cologne, and finally to Worms. There, in 1525, his 

New Testament emerged: the first translation from Greek into the English language. It was 

quickly smuggled into England, where it received a less-than-enthusiastic response from the 

authorities. King Henry VIII, Cardinal Woolsey, and Sir Thomas More, among others, were 

furious. A reign of persecution for the English Bible lovers—those who were printing it as 

well as those who were smuggling and reading it—began. 

 

Authorities bought up copies of the translation (which, ironically, only financed Tyndale's 

further work) and hatched plans to silence Tyndale. 

 

Meanwhile, Tyndale had moved to Antwerp, a city in which he was relatively free from 

both English agents and those of the Holy Roman (and Catholic) Empire. For nine years, he 

managed with the help of friends to evade authorities, revise his New Testament, and begin 

translating the Old. 

 

Betrayal 

During his time in Antwerp, Tyndale befriended Henry Phillips. What Tyndale didn't know 
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principles of multipolarity, supremacy of the law and taking account of mutual interests.” 

The current crisis proved that even with its vast economic resources the United States was 

not in a position to play the role of “mega-regulator” and that a new system based on 

collective management was needed, he said. 

 

“We simply need new mechanisms of collective decision-making and collective responsibil-

ity,” Mr Medvedev said. His comments came a day after Russia’s powerful Prime Minister 

Vladimir Putin lashed out at US economic “irresponsibility” for the global financial crisis. 

“Everything happening now in the economic and financial sphere began in the United 

States,” Mr Putin told a televised government meeting. “This is not the irresponsibility of 

specific individuals but the irresponsibility of the system which claims leadership,” he said.

US seizes ‘$5bn of Saddam’s assets’  
 

Washington has seized $5 billion as blood money for the ouster of Iraqi dictator Saddam 

Hussein, an Iraqi security official has revealed. The Bush administration 

used the past three years to trace Saddam’s assets in Europe and has 

thus been able to confiscate $5 billion, according to Ali al-Baghdadi. 

Saddam Hussein was ousted in 2003 by US and British forces and was 

later executed. 

The Iraqi dictator is believed to have secretly invested or saved between 

$6 billion to $30 billion around the world. Some have even estimated 

his assets to have surpassed 100 billion dollars. 

Eleven of Saddam’s relatives managed the secret accounts and acted as 

his financial brokers dealing with European banks,” he told Fars news 

agency. Al-Baghdadi said the accounts were opened at banks in countries like Switzerland, 

Denmark, Bulgaria, France and Japan. “Some of the properties and accounts are in east 

European states and Yemen,” he continued. 

 

UP TO 500 BANK CLOSURES  
  

Mark Patterson, chairman of private equity fund Mattlin Patterson, told an audience of fi-

nancial experts at New York’s Waldorf-Astoria this week that the U.S. could suffer up to 

500 bank closures and that the chances of a new great depression are now as high as 25 per 

cent. 

Financial conditions are “probably more challenging than at any time since 1929,” Patterson 

said, speaking at Dow Jones’ Private Equity Analyst Conference this week. “We’re not in 

normal times. If you don’t accept that there is at least a 20 to 25 percent chance of a finan-

cial markets led depression you’re fooling yourself,” he cautioned, adding that “Saharan-

like” credit markets are overwhelming companies. Following the collapse of Lehman 

Brothers, Patterson warned that 300 to 500 U.S. banks are set to fail over the next three

The Spirit of  the Age 
The 92 year old governor of a primary school in Cornwall has been 

banned from handing chocolates to pupils on health grounds. Hartley 

Peters has distributed Kit Kat bars at Mawnan Church of England 

school in Falmouth for more than ten years. But on the first day of 

this term he was told to stop. He now gives out raisins instead. 

 

Apology to Charles Darwin 
Over 126 years after his death, Charles Darwin has received a personal 

apology from the Church of England for opposing his theory of evolu-

tion. Addressing the naturalist directly in an online essay, Malcolm 

Brown, the C of E’s director of public affairs, admits Darwin was 

wronged, and tells him the Church hopes to make amends. Darwin’s 

family described the apology as “pointless”. 
 

Sensitive Terms 
Lecturers at British universities have been sent a list of “sensitive” terms they should try 

and avoid. Words on the list, drawn up by the British Sociological Association, include 

“Chinese whispers”, which is deemed to have racist connotations, as is “immigration legis-

lation”. “Seminal” and “Old Master” are judged sexist. 

 

Offending the Pope 
An Italian comedienne has been threatened with prison for joking about 

the Pope’s allegedly homophobic views. Sabina Guzzanti made the of-

fending comments at a rally held in Rome in July to protest against al-

leged interference by the Catholic Church in the state’s secular affairs. 

She warned the crowd that if things continued as they were, the Vatican 

would be vetting school teachers within 20 years. “But then within 20 

years the Pope will be where he ought to be - in Hell”. Insulting the Pope 

is a criminal offence in Italy that carries a potential five year prison term.

US economic dominance over - Russia  
 

THE era of US global economic dominance is over and the world now needs a new and 

“more just” financial system, Russian President Dmitry Medvedev said today. 

 

“The time of domination by one economy and one currency has been consigned to the past 

once and for all,” Mr Medvedev said in an address to a Russian-German development fo-

rum, with German Chancellor Angela Merkel at his side. “We must work together towards 

building a new and more just financial-economic system in the world based on the 
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was that Phillips was being paid by someone to betray him. In May 1535, Phillips lured 

Tyndale away from the safety of his quarters and into the arms of soldiers. Tyndale was im-

mediately taken to the Castle of Vilvorde, the great state prison of the Low Countries, and 

accused of heresy. 

 

Trials for heresy in The Netherlands were in the hands of special commissioners of the Holy 

Roman Empire. It took 16 months for the law to take its course.  

Finally, in early August 1536, Tyndale was condemned as a heretic, degraded from the 

priesthood, and delivered to the secular authorities for punishment under the laws of the In-

quisition. 

 

Tyndale's last prayer 

On October 6, 1536, Tyndale was brought to the cross in the middle of the town square and 

given a chance to recant. Refusing, he was given a moment to pray. English historian John 

Foxe said Tyndale cried out, "Lord, open the King of England's eyes!" 

 

He was bound to the beam, and both an iron chain and a rope were put around his neck. 

Gunpowder was added to the brush and logs. At a signal, the 

executioner tightened the noose around Tyndale's neck and 

strangled him. Then the wood was set ablaze. 

 

Tyndale's dream did not die with him. His work was picked up 

by two men—Miles Coverdale and John Rogers. The first 

complete English Bible had been printed almost exactly a year 

earlier, by Coverdale, using Tyndale's New Testament and 

Coverdale's Old Testament translation from German and Latin. 

In 1537, Rogers completed Tyndale's Old Testament work and 

issued The Matthew's Bible. 

 

In 1539, three years after Tyndale's death, it seems like the translator's last spoken prayer 

was answered: Thomas Cranmer, the Archbishop of Canterbury, hired Coverdale at the be-

quest of King Henry VIII to publish the "Great Bible," the first English Bible authorized for 

public use. 

 

Nearly a century later, when translators of the Authorized or King James Version debated 

how to translate the original languages, eight of ten times they agreed that Tyndale had it 

best to begin with. The King James Bible, published in 1611, contains about 60 percent of 

Tyndale's original translated text.

On Brother Andrew's 80th birthday he was asked what lessons 

he had learned from his life of following Jesus. His answer?  

 

"I am still learning not to be afraid of failure." 
  

"We are so afraid of failure that we never do anything- and that 

is our biggest failure.
